Among the largest butterfly species in Italy, with a wingspan of up to 10 cm,
the Swallotail is an easily recognisable butterfly. Its wings are yellow with
black stripes and end in the rear with two long tails.

The caterpillars of the Swallowtail, also unmistakable, very large, green with
orange spots, wild feed on fennel or carrot leaves.
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Farfalle in Tour
