e Speckled Wood (Pararge aegeria)
Family: Nymphalidae Satyrinae

Its dark colouring allows this species, which prefers more wooded and shady
areas, to camouflage itself and go undetected by predators. The Speckled
wood lays its eggs on plants of the Graminaceae family. As in all Satyrs, smaill
eye-like spots are also present on the wings.
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Farfalle in Tour
